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Kenneth M. Young was first appointed as the Riverside County Superintendent of Schools in April of 2007 by the Board of Education, when Dr. David Long, the former County Superintendent, was appointed California Secretary of Education by Governor Schwarzenegger. Mr. Young was recently re-elected to serve another term as the Riverside County Superintendant of Schools.    Prior to his appointment as Riverside County Superintendent of Schools, Mr. Young served for over three years as the Riverside County Deputy Superintendent of Schools, the number two position at the Riverside County Office of Education (RCOE).  As Riverside County Deputy Superintendent of Schools, his responsibilities included oversight of all internal and external business functions, information technology, facilities, maintenance, operations, and legislative advocacy. 
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Dr. Gary Thomas took the oath of office as superintendent of San Bernardino County Schools on Aug. 29, 2008 to fill the remaining term of Herbert Fischer, who retired after nearly 10 years as county superintendent. Dr. Thomas' 30 plus year career in education has spanned work through seven diverse school districts in California beginning as a junior high school teacher in the Charter Oak Unified School District in 1979. As the former deputy superintendent for the San Bernardino County Superintendent of Schools, Dr. Thomas oversaw all business, human resources & technology services for the County Schools' office, serving 33 K-12 districts, three Regional Occupation Programs and five community colleges. He had responsibilities to plan, implement and evaluate the operations of a $380-million budget.
